The starting section of the chute must be installed horizontally. All (straight, curved or waved) sections of the slide assembly must be installed with the correct inclination (measured in the centre of the slide trough). This does not apply to the run-out section. The slide support has to be installed such that it effectively supports the slide, that the turns (curves) are properly positioned without a deviation from the inclination specified .
